HMS Harvester (Cdr. A.A. Tait, R.N.,DSO) was sunk on 11 March 1943 while escorting convoy HX-228. HMS Harvester rams the German submarine U-444 but is disabled and the U-boat has to be finished off by French corvette Aconit. HMS Harvester, now stationary, is torpedoed and sunk by U-432 which is in turn brought to the surface by Aconit\'s depth charges and finally destroyed by gunfire and ramming.
